Pilots, Plane Owners, FBO’S and Tenants,
I am happy to report Beverly Airport continues to see major renovations.  Slowly but deliberately we are moving in the right direction of transforming the airport into a Class A facility.  As I said in my first newsletter it will not be easy.  It will be difficult and slow at times, however, perseverance, teamwork and a sense of urgency will get us there.  It will take time.
1) Hanger 2 and 3 continue there road to recovery.  It’s amazing what cleaning and painting and new lighting will do to a building.  Thank you Jim Baker and company.

2) NAA East / Hanger 1 renovation has been completed.  The facility is open daily 7 days a week including bathroom services.  Fuel is available on request.  New self serve fuel farm will be available in the fall on the East side ramp area.  For more information contact Ken Robinson 978-774-2070.  Great work Ken.
3) The damaged segmented circle has been repaired.

4) We are currently repairing the East side parking lot.  Project consists of:

a)  Repairing the pavement, seal coating and repainting the parking lines.

b) Install new lighting system to illuminate parking lot and all aircraft ramp areas of East side.

c)  Adding new security locks and devices to all pedestrian and auto gates to increase our security, and also redesign of security fencing.

Runway 16/34 construction project has been delayed. Originally the start date was June-July 2006.   Because of a funding issue at FAA the construction may not start until the Fall.  We should have more information by the end of July. 

6)  We have completed our Good Neighbor Policy.  We ask pilots and operators to follow our recommendations outlined in our Noise Abatement Program.  Adhering to our recommendations would be a practical indication of pilot concern for environmental improvement, and would also build support for aviation and ​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​forestall any possible restrictions.       Bottom line………   Follow rules and use commonsense!
7) I have formed a new committee “Airport Support Group” consisting of non-commission pilots and plane owners.
