It's been a very busy eleven months. I reported in the August Newsletter that the runway 16/34 reconstruction project was delayed. Well folks, the project has not only started we are slightly ahead of schedule. If the weather cooperates we will have a new runway safety area, a new run-up area to rny 34, a new taxiway Echo, and new rny lighting and painting. The bulk of the project could be completed in the next couple of months. And the remainder would be completed in the spring. Lawrence Lynch Construction is doing a great job. Our engineering consultants, Edwards & Kelsey will have the final design of the rny 9/27 project completed in January 07. If everything moves forward without any problems, reconstruction of rny 9/27 would begin sometime next summer.
