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Message from the Chairman……

Hello Everyone  

We continue to move forward rebuilding the airport and I remain very upbeat regarding our projects.  I am happy to report good news on the following issues and projects.

 RNY 16/34 reconstruction has been completed which includes runway safety areas, a new taxiway Echo and a new run up area for RNY 34.  A job well done by Lawrence Lynch Construction Co.  The Localizer is scheduled to be turned on sometime this summer.  RNY 16/34 is now our longest runway at 5001 feet long and 100 feet wide.  Total cost 3.1 million dollars.
RNY 9/27 Project is moving forward as planned. The project will consist of completely reconstructing the runway from end to end.   When finished we will have new run up areas on both ends and a redesign of taxiway Delta and a new parallel taxiway.  Runway 9/27 will be shortened to 4800 feet long and narrowed to 100 feet wide.  Lawrence Lynch Construction Co. has been awarded the bid.  Construction will start in June and completion will be in the fall of 2007. Pilots beware, 9/27 will be shut down for most off the time. Check the Notams and call the airport manager.  Total project cost 3.1 million dollars. 
 The installation of new security and safety lights on the east side parking lot, east side aircraft ramps, west airport road and Hanger 4 road have been completed.  
Ace Chase completed the installation of the baffles on all the approach lights to RNY 16.  The baffles were flight tested and work great. Thank you Ace.
The airport manager’s office, conference room and lunch room will receive a long overdue upgrade in May.  
The entrance roads on the east and west side of the airport will be renamed sometime this year.  The entrance road on the west side from Burley Street will be named “West Airport Road”.  The entrance road on the east side from L. P. Henderson Road will be named “East Airport Road.”  Commission member, Ralph Forgione will be meeting with all our tenants to make it happen as smoothly as possible.
